Stream Software provides you with one simple, consistent interface with a streamlined work flow. You 
configure your system for the video and audio inputs or input files you will be using.  If you want to  closely 
manage the encoding process, you can interactively tweak video and audio parameters using the 
integrated proc amp controls, gamma correction, cropping, graphic overlay, noise reduction, audio levels 
and EQ.  Select the formats you wish to encode or transcode to, creating codec profiles using the Stream 
software.  Encode to multiple formats in real-time, including MPEG2, Windows Media 9, QuickTime, AVI, Real, 
MPEG1, MPEG4, and Flash. Select the output from a variety of options, for example, to a live video stream, to 
an archive file that is automatically referenced by an html file, or to distribute the output using ftp.  

The Stream Software is also highly configurable for the expert user.  It uses a system of keyword shortcuts 
(tags) which you control, shortening the amount of data entry necessary for each job.  Tags can be 
company information, time and date stamps, author information, or anything else you need for your job.  

StreamPro
You can add more power to your Stream system with StreamPro.  If you are capturing your video from a 
profesional VTR equiped with RS422 control, you can control your deck from your StreamPro software with  
the integrated Deck Control/Logger interface. You can also install the logger on a remote machine and use 
it to create capture logs which can be used to create projects later. Cosed caption support (via VBI capture) 
and user defined or custom timecode allow you to further control how your video is captured.

For those situations where you need to encode to multiple high resolution or high bit rate files you will be 
able to use StreamPro's Batch Encoding mode to ingest once and then to transcode to multiple formats 
automatically.  StreamPro can also automatically notify your clients by e-mail when the encode is complete 
and ready to be viewed.  An additional live streaming video format, MPEG2 over UDP, provides you with 
high quality video with low latency. Your possible input and output formats will also include image 
sequences. You will be able to use Clip Lists to transcode from one format to another. Add the Copper 
Plugin for reliable, secure, high speed media delivery over the internet and private data networks.  

For collaborative work groups, StreamPro provides you with watch folders, so that each time a person in 
the group finishes a job and adds a file to a watch folder the pre-set encode will start automatically. 
Combine this with the powerful publishing feature, and you can empower your content creators, allowing 
them to publish to your web site or intranet by simply dropping their finished content into your watch 
folder.  StreamPro adds all of this and more.

StreamEnterprise
StreamEnterprise software provides you with a Java based, password controlled 
remote control application that allows you to control multiple StreamZ servers from 
any system that supports Java 1.4 or above (including Mac OSX, Linux, Unix, 
Microsoft Windows).  Manage projects, set profiles, start, stop and monitor any 
number of StreamZ systems with your StreamEnterprise Software.  Plus, you can 
manage them using an interface that looks and acts just like the local interface.

While monitoring the live video and audio you also have live control of the video 
processing amplifiers, (brightness, contrast, hue, etc.) as well as cropping and filter 
settings and audio settings.  Live monitoring of your remote StreamZ servers means 
you never have to worry about poor quality encoding because you didn't realize the 
video or audio processing controls were not properly adjusted.
